
 

JEHOVAHôS WITNESSES EAGERLY ANTICIPATE  

A HORRIFIC A RMAGEDDON  

 

For years, Charles Taze Russell, founder of International Bible Students, taught his 

followers that the end would come in 1914.  When that didnôt happen, he changed the 

date to 1915.  Around that time, Mr. Russell died and shortly thereafter ñJudgeò (not 

really a judge) Rutherford aggressively took over Russellôs humble empire, driving many 

followers away.   

 

But Rutherford was a shrewd man and quickly regained and 

built a following better known as Jehovahôs Witnesses today 

(they adopted their brand name in 1931).   

 

Over the years Rutherford was succeeded by various 

presidents and today a collective Governing Body of roughly 

a dozen men decides the fate of millions of Jehovahôs 

Witnesses worldwide by determining what is acceptable and 

what is forbidden.  According to them, they are directed by 

Jehovah God to lead his only chosen people on Earth, and 

they hand down their ñinsightsò (which they have termed ñNew Lightò) to millions. 

 

For decades they preached that the generation of 1914 

would see the end of the worldðArmageddonðbefore 

that generation passed away.  Now, however, those 

born in 1914 are 95 years old and at most 5-10 years 

remain before that generation is completely gone. 

 

Undeterred by failed false prophecy, like Russell the 

Governing Body recently came up with some new 

ñNew Lightò to say that the ñGenerationò they were 

referring to wasnôt really anyone born in or around that 

year.  Makes total sense, right?   

 

Although there were some dissenters after the new 

twist was announced, most Jehovahôs Witnesses 

swallowed that big fish hook, line and sinker and 

gleefully held fast to their quest for paradise.  And here 

is how they have described paradise in their literature over the years: 

 

ñFrom Paradise Lost to Paradise Regained,ò 1958 (p. 208-209):  ñSoul-chilling terror will 

spread through the masseséso that they will lose control of themselves; they will begin 

killing one anotheréA flesh-eating plague will destroy manyéEaten up will be the 

tongues of those who scoffed and laughed at the warning of Armageddon!  Eaten up will 

be the eyes of those who refused to see the signéEaten up will be the flesh of 

thoseéwhile they stand on their feet!ò 

 



 

Watchtower 1979 September 15. (p 28) issue: "For mere selfish reasons those political 

"shepherds" and "majestic ones" will "howl," yes, roll about on the ground. As the 

Sovereign Lord Jehovah calls them to account during the "great tribulation," they will 

grimly realize that the day has come for them to be slaughtered and scattered!.  

 

ñSurvival Into a New Earth,ò 1984: ñTrue, as a result of the great destruction, the earth 

will be strewed with those slain by Jehovah. But no one knows better than God what 

needs to be done to safeguard the health of survivors. He tells us that he will invite the 

birds of heaven and the beasts of the field to his 'great evening meal' and that they will 

have their fill from the fleshy parts of those slain. What they do not consume he can 

dispose of by other means."

In their December 1, 2005 Watchtower under the heading ñóArmageddon:  A Happy 

Beginningò they describe outsiders as pests that need to be exterminated:    

 

Many wonder, however, why a God who is the very embodiment of love would 

inflict death and destruction on much of humankind. The situation might be 

compared to that of a pest-infested house. Would you not agree that a 

conscientious homeowner should safeguard the health and well-being of his 

family by exterminating the pests? 

 

Additionally, I remember the descriptions of torture and rape that some of us, Jehovahôs 

chosen, might experience in his name.  I describe these real accounts in my book, Out of 

the Cocoon.   

 

Of course, deliverance is the idealized payoff, what Jehovahôs Witnesses world-wide 

have clung to for over 100 years now: 

 

 
 

 

I remember JWs describing this life as something we ñjust need to get through.ò  As a 

child exposed to these images from nine until I left the group at age 18, somehow, all I 

remember is fear and death.  Not the fear and death portrayed in the following images but 

the fear and death on the faces of my JW family who are merely existing, locked into a 



 

perpetual spiritual lotto that may or may not come ñany day now.ò  Problem is, they 

didnôt buy just one ticket.  They have purchased tickets for over 35 years and at this late 

date in their lives, their life has fallen into a sort of anti-Utopian bankruptcy.  And for that 

reason, I truly believe that in living the last 35 years as Watchtower slaves, they have 

created their own Armageddon--right here, right now.
